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Preparing the concept for this symposium, which is assumed to create forum for contact between
historians from all countries and regions of Europe and, hopefully a beginning of future cyclic
meetings of that kind, we, as a group of researchers from Pracownia Badan nad Dziejami
Zakonéw i Kongregacji Koscielnych (LARHCOR)1, decided to prepare a review of research work
concerning daily life in monasteries of this part of Europe. We hoped that such a review would be a
basis for future bibliography on monastic history of Central Europe, as well bring forth a chance to
improve our knowledge on present achievements and research directions in that field.

During introductory analyses, however, the task we set on proved to be above our means and
resources. Inadequate libraries, lack of basic information concerning work published in
neighboring countries, too few contacts with other groups and research centers and great
dispersion of research and publications - all this was a major obstacle towards proper completion
of our task.

In this situation we decided to do as much as possible to at least outline basic trends, problems and
fields of interest in that matter, directing our efforts towards general studies and repertories. Thus
we would be very much obliged for any remarks, corrections and eventual help in future.

The present review of research works on monasticism (except orthodox) contains region of
Hungary, Slovakia, Czech and Moravia, Poland (with Silesia and Pomerania), Lithuania, Latvia,
Estonia, Byelorussia and Ukraine. Unfortunately this outline is not equal detailed in each case. We
succeeded in describing of historiography concerning Benedictines and Cistercians, worse - canons
regular, occasionally - Cameldolites, the knighthood and hospital orders. In the case of Slovakia we
referred the readers to recently published collection of papers regarding problems which are
interested in. With reference to Hungary (in this instance a language dike was new difficulty) we
were content to outline of researches on Benedictines, Cistercians and Paulines, referring
sometimes to the elaborations concerning Premonstratensians and Carthusians (however the
bibliography on monasteries in this order in Spisz the readers will find in the part which regards
Poland). Also insufficient is the review of Czech historiography. We left here, of necessity, the
hospitaller and knight orders, Carthusians and Cameldolites out account. Still more inconspicuous
stands the historiographical outline on a monastic life in eastern outskirts of former Poland,
namely in regions of present Latvia, Estonia (former Inflanty), Lithuania, Byelorussia and Ukraine.
It can be treated only as an introduction into historiography of that matter. A little bit better in this
respect stands review of researches concerning monasticism in Pomerania (here without division
into Western and Eastern Pomerania). Unfortunately, we were not in a position to quote a
comprehensive bibliography on Knights of the Teutonic Order in Prussia. Decisively Prussia was
not separated as an independent region and the basic bibliography of that matter the readers will
find in the part which regards Pomerania. Just review of bibliography on monastic life in
territories of Poland (it means in historical territories of Polish Kingdom) and Silesia we could
describe the most complete, although in this part of our reckoning the readers will easily find
shortcomings. We also did not want to repeat information quoted in attainable reviews of
researches on monasticism, particularly in below-mentioned papers of K. Elm (who among other
things composed bibliography concerning the Knight Orders) and J. Kloczowski.

Generally, the present outline regarding the state of research on monastic life in East-Central
Europe is the first review of that matter and as such it has shortcomings and mistakes. We are
aware of that, but none the less we think that our outline will serve its purpose, making the future
research works on monasticism in this region easier.

It would be trivial to say that our present knowledge of daily life in East-Central Europe
monasteries is far from the achievements of Western researchers. This situation is influenced by
many factors, both subjective and objective. Among the former we might mention the
comparatively minor role of monasticism and monasteries in societies of our part of Europe, when
compared to that of the Western Europe. In this region the Charlemagne epoch was not of much
influence, and the period of increased funding activities (with certain exceptions in Hungary) took
place as late as 12th century, the second half of that century in Poland (not to mention the Baltic
states) - which was the period of noticeable dawn of “o0ld” monasticism.

Such chronology of monastic implantation and general the researcher taking interest in daily life of
monks and canons regular has at his disposal a far more limited source material - especially when
compared with Western sources. Pierre Gonneau in his excellent monograph of Saint-Serge
compared the amount of material concerning monasticism in Russia to that of Charlemagne
periodz2. This is indeed an apt comparison, especially in regard of Poland (except Silesia). Similar,
although slightly better situation is in Czech, Moravia and in Slovakia, while in Hungary the
researchers have far more material. Hungary is the only country in the region that has a
comparable monastery network with that of the Western countries.

Among the objective factors one may mention the most important factor being the unfavorable
position of communist governments towards the research concerning history of Church and
monasteries. Such activities were found only in Poland - in KUL (Catholic University of Lublin).
Otherwise the research of monasticism as such, especially when regarded as main or exclusive field
of interest, was practically impossible. Liberal policy of Polish governments is an exception which
only confirms the general attitude in that matter. Such attitude was especially disastrous in the
field of liturgy and spirituality research. What is more, that branch was not popular among
historians of 19th century and early 20th century. This led to the fact that the state of knowledge in
that field, and the basic ability to understand sources, is alarmingly inadequate. Such research
policy made it impossible to create a basis for long term interest groups and research centers
taking interest in monastery problematic - with the creditable exception of KUL center, and
especially the group under the auspices of Jerzy Kloczowski. Serious difficulties in maintaining
contact with foreign centers and purchase of research publications have greatly increased the
problem.

In general, one may point out that in the matter in question the research of post-war period, in the
aspects even indirectly connected with monastic daily life, was led along two main, widely
understood, problems: the space and material culture on the one hand, and on the other, the
spiritual culture (without the spirituality as such).

In the first case, the space, we may point out the archaeology and the history of art taking interest
in remnants of monastic premises. In this respect the post-war period was really fruitful, especially
as to activities of large, interdisciplinary research groups, which from the 1960’ies started research
on numerous monastic complexes. The characteristic feature of that work was providing the most
interesting source material, also in the fields different from the interest of archaeology, history of
art and material culture. Hence the offspring of publications not only concerned with settlement
and architecture, but also the research and forming of groups concerned with monasticism. Among
numerous works of that type in Poland3 we might mention the research carried out in Lubins,

As a result of this, on the basis of archaeological and architectural research in the abbeys
numerous publications were made of daily life of monks. We may for example mention research on
art, especially architecture2:, in this on distribution of monastery premises22 and their furnishing?3,
also on material culture24, in this on food consumed by monks (on the basis of bones remnants)25,
as well as on death and funeral in monastery=9, liturgical objects and robes=27.

and monastery libraries32. Not so much developed, but nonetheless worth mentioning, are the
works carried out on education (and indirectly, the clergy)3s as well as monastery music34, liturgy
and spirituality3s.

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Among very rich bibliography concerning a different spheres of monks and canons regular’s
activity we can quote here research works on their political activity3¢, social duties37, missionary
and evangelical activityss, priesthoods39, social welfare and medical attention4c. We also have to
stress the elaborations regarding the problems of monastic discipline (together with enclosure)4,
as well as works on enrolment and composition of convents42. On the other hand there is a small
number of works on a daily life of monks and canons regular sensu stricto43. A lot of material
concerning all those paths will be presented during our symposium.

It is very difficult in such a short speech to present wider scope of work published on the daily life
in monasteries of the East-Central Europe. Let us therefore limit the scope by presenting only the
most basic and the most recent development as well as the researchers operating at present - to
our best knowledge - in that field.

Basic information on the history of monasticism in the Central Europe together with
complementary bibliography can be found in those respective chapters of Histoire du Christianism
authored by Jerzy Kloczowski44. Different aspects of history of monks and canons regular in our
region are presented in other papers of that author4s. In respect to the late Middle Ages, one may
reach for the splendid review of research by Kaspar Elm46. Basic information on
Premonstratensians in whole region may bee found in well-known catalogue of Norbert
Backmund4’. At last a reader finds numerous information on history of orders and monasteries in

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encyclopedic publications, first of all in Stownik Starozytnosci Stowianskich48, Encyklopedia
Katolicka49 and well-known Lexikon des Mittelalters.

Hungary

Research works on history of monastic orders and congregations in Hungary were first of all
concentrated on the history of Benedictines, Cistercians and Paulines.

The Benedictines, first time settled in Pannonhalma (996), till the end of the 14th century
possessed about 80 abbeys in the Hungarian territory. The monumental work devoted to this
order is A pannonhalmi Szent-Benedek-rend torténetes© (further: PRT), published in 1902-1916
first by Laszlo Erdélyi and since 1912 by Pongracz Soros. This monumental publication was not
only a synthesis, but also contains the sources edition, based on the archival collections. From the
recent works we should pay an attention to the synthesis of the Benedictine history written by
Lajos J. Csb6kas! and the papers of Géza Erszegis2 and Joseph Torokss.

The best known Hungarian Benedictine abbeys are: Pannonhalma, Somogyvar and Tihany. In the
case of the first of them the researchers have the above-mentioned PRT (vol. 1-6/B) at their
disposal. One of the most significant work is the paper of Csaba Csapodi concerning the monastic
librarys4 and the discussion about the foundation documents of the abbeyss. There was Ferenc
Levardy who called more attention to the architecture and the art of Pannonhalmas®.

The monastery in Somogyvar was founded by St. Ladislas in 1091 in praise of St. Giles and it hold
the special position in Hungarian ecclesiastical hierarchy: it was subordinated to the Hungarian
king and remained in close relation with Saint-Gilles in France, its mother abbey (filial report was
preserved till 1417). The abbey possesses relatively rich literature. Information about this
monastery we may find in the above-mentioned PRT (vol. 12/B) and in the composition of Imre
Széchenys7. The publications of Dezsé Dercsényiss, Kornél Bakays9 and Ferenc Levardy®® inform us

In PRT (vol. 10-11) there is many information about the Benedictine abbey in Tihany founded in
1055. In the case of this abbey, as in the case of Pannonhalma, researchers called many attention to
the foundation document as the monument of Hungarian language®s. The papers of Laszld
Erdélyi® and Ferenc Maksay®” were devoted to the economic problems.

Remig Békefi was an author of some papers devoted to the Cistercians who arrived to Hungary in
1142 (Cikador)®8. From the recent publications we should mention the collection edited by Ferenc
Levente Hervay®® and Lajos Lékai7o. The papers of Viktor Machovich7! and Laszl6 Koszta72 are also
worth mentioning.

The researchers called the most attention to the abbeys of Zirc and Pilis. Zirc abbey was founded in

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1182 by Béla III and there is a monograph of Konstantin Horvath devoted to this monastery7s.
About the material culture we may find some information in the papers of Tibor Hiimpfner74 and
Maria Agghazy7s. 800 anniversary of the foundation of Zirc was the reason of edition of the two
collections devoted to the history and the culture of this monastery?7o.

The monastery in Pilis was founded by Béla III. Although the above-mentioned monograph of R.
Békefi there is quite rich literature devoted to this monastery written by Laszlé Gerevich77.

Of works concerning the history of Carthusians we may only quote the old elaboration of L. C.
Dedek78. The history of Premonstratensians was described by A. Oszwald7s.

In Hungary the researchers called a special attention to the Pauline history, the order which was
formed in this country. In the times of their development Paulines possessed 131 monasteries in
Hungary. The short history of this order was presented recently by Jozsef Torok and F.L. Hervay®e.
Emil Kisban is an author of the history of this order synthesis3! as well as the author of some
papers about the mission and tutor activity of the hermits of St. Paul82. Also important are the
research works of Elemér Malyusz concerning Slavonic and Croate Pauline monks83 and some
aspects of their history and culture84. We should keep in mind also the paper of F.L. Hervayss and
the monograph of Jozsef Torok which concerns the sources, origin and liturgy of Hungarian
Paulines86. Some important sources collections are also edited: Documenta artis Paulinorums?

There is the monastery in Budaszentldrince (first mentioned in 1290) which especially attracted the
researchers attention. In the beginning of the 14th century this monastery became a residence of
the general prior. We can mention papers of Mihaly Zakonyi® and Laszl6 Zolnay9°. In this case
detailed researches concerned the history of art9, literature92, anthropology93 and economy94.

As we can observe it, hitherto existing research on monastic history in Hungary was concentrated
on the material culture (research works of archaeologists, historians of art and anthropologists)
and of the archival and library collections. Generally exist monographs of these monasteries, but
there is the lack of new compositions. Research works on the subject “Daily life in monasteries” are
not very popular in Hungarian science but it might be developed on the basis of hitherto existing
works of archaeologists, historians of art and literature. The recent edited encyclopedia of early
Hungarian history% in which we may find many articles devoted to the orders and particular
monasteries. Since 1989 the journal Magyar Egyhaztorténeti Vazlatok. Essays on Church History
in Hungary is edited which is the part of the larger enterprise under the patronage of Magyar
Egyhaztorténeti Munkakozosség (Research Group for Church History in Hungary) with the
collaboration of International Society for Encyclopedia of Church History in Hungary (Toronto,
Canada).

Slovakia

Basic problems concerning the history of monasticism in Slovakia are presented in collection

Owing to this we have resigned giving a detailed description of subject.

Besides old synthesis
written by D. Cermak” and catalogue of N. Backmund®8, the most important is work on Circariae
Bohemiae of K. Dolista9.

Poland: Silesia

As far as the development of monastery network is concerned, the Silesian region holds by all
means a first place in Poland, being in this respect a unique phenomenon comparable with
situation in Western Europe. Also the monastery research in our region is far better than in other
parts of Poland, mainly due to constant interest on the part of German historians. One may
mention here, first of all, Schlesisches Klosterbuch, published periodically since 1980 in the
Jahrbuch des Schlesischen Friedrich-Wilhelms-Universitdt zu Breslau (still no mention of
knighthood orders, though). The reader may find there literature and sources:2°.

Alas we have not a synthetic treatises concerning the whole monastic history in Silesia, apart from
outdated papers from 19th century'2t. We only may mention still important epitome of monastic
history in Silesia to the end of 14th century written by Tadeusz Silnicki!22, which was completed in
sphere of estate and colonization activity by Waclaw Korta!23 and Heinrich Griiger'24. Next Piotr P.
Gach outlined a picture of monastic transformations since 18t to the beginning of 20th century?2s.
There was draught a history of each orders, abbeys and priories in Silesia. In this passage we may
mention only the latest and the most important works. In the case of Benedictines: the synthetic
elaborations of H. Griiger26, Ambrosius Rose'?? and Marek Derwich!28, as well as minor

Thus we came to mention the Polish efforts in the field, which are best known to us. A good
introduction to history of monastic orders can be found in works of J. Kloczowski, whom we
mentioned before, and basic synthesis of Polish monasticism of his authorship, published in
Kosciot w Polscer9o, as well as statistical treatise on masculine monasteries in Poland in 1772191,
Recently Henryk Gapski and P.P. Gach outlined a history of Polish monasticism92. A lot of
material can be found in synthesis Chrzescijanistwo w Polsce edited by J. Kloczowski (also
available in French)93. Thanks to the researches of Franciszek Bogdan there was described a
problem of exemption of Polish monastic orders!94. Thanks to works of Pawel Sczaniecki and
Marian Kanior (Benedictines in 18th century)95, Malgorzata Borkowska (Benedictine nuns,
Lithuania)96, Hugo Leszczynski (Cistercians)'97, Henryk D. Wojtyska (canons regular)98, Antoni
Karbowiak (the Order of Holy Grave)'99 and Henryk Czerwien (Paulines)20° to the well-elaborated
we may count the problem of monastic school and education of monks. Among newer researches

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of that matter there can be quoted the paper of Krzysztof Stopka who recapitulated previous
achievements and set the suggestions of further studies20t. Very important are also researches of
Krzysztof Kaczmarek on the university studies of Polish Cistercians in the Middle Ages2°2, as well
as above-mentioned elaborations concerning the monastic schools in Silesia203.

Basic orientation in literature concerned with daily life, apart from the symposium papers, will be
presented in two publishing efforts under LARHCOR, now in the press, namely: materials from the
symposium Klasztor w kulturze Polski $redniowiecznej204 and the collection Smieré w dawnej
Europie. Zbior studiow?205. In the spring of 1996 LARHCOR together with Opole University will
organize the symposium on Monastery in Medieval Society. We have a short review of history of
all orders of Saint Benedict Rule20¢ and a very useful catalogue of nunneries of this rule, composed
by M. Borkowska, which contains lands of former Poland, including Silesia, Pomerania, Lithuania,
Ukraine and Byelorussia2o7.

Among detailed studies we would like to put stress on one of the LARHCOR research groups
realizing an interdisciplinary research program on history of Benedictine order in Poland. The
synthetic view of Black monks history was prepared by P. Sczaniecki2®8 and, recently, by M.
Derwich299. The last-mentioned took up also the problems of activity, role and importance of
Polish Benedictines210. History of the monasteries of that order, mostly in regard of Middle Ages, is
presented in works of M. Derwich (especially for Lysiec)2* and P. Sczaniecki (especially for

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Tyniec)22, as well as Jerzy Wyrozumski and Tadeusz M. Trajdos (for Krakow)213, Jerzy
Perzanowski (for Lubin)24, Jozef Plocha (for Mogilno)215, Kazimierz Pacuski (for Plock)2:6, Jerzy
Wiéniowski (for Sieciech6w)27 and in regard of 18th century (for Polish Congregation of Holy
Rood) - in elaborates of M. Kanior2:8, who inspected a daily life of Polish Benedictines in 18t
century219. There is no doubt about it that in the matter of daily monastic life the most interesting
are above-mentioned publications of materials from archaeological and architectural research
works in Tyniec (Klementyna Zurowska, Lech Kalinowski), Mogilno (Jadwiga Chudziakowa) and
Lubin (Zofia Kurnatowska)220, as well as lately edited catalogue from exhibition Tyniec. Sztuka i
kultura benedyktynéw od wieku XI do XVIII?2'. As for Benedictine nunneries, we have a catalogue
of monasteries by M. Borkowska222 and her numerous works, first of all regarding sources223 and

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daily life224, as well as works of Karol Gorski22s. We may also signal that from this year on M.
Derwich has begun a bibliography of Benedictine order history for Bulletin d’Histoire
Bénédictine226. We also plan to publish bilingual bibliography for history of Polish Benedictines.

One of the best-elaborated orders are the Cistercians. The catalogue of Polish Cistercian abbeys
was composed by Jerzy Pietrusinski and Piotr Skubiszewski227. The aforementioned three volumes
of material from Cistercian symposiums, edited by the Poznan research center dealing in that
matter, introduce into the problems and the bibliography228. Let us quote here e.g. research works
on missionary activities229, priesthood=3°, liturgy23:, medicine232, culture233 and material culture234,
art23s, scriptoria23¢, as well as works of K. Kaczmarek on the education of Cistercians237 and

We may mention also the
latest publications on monasteries in Jedrzejow24!, Koprzywnica242 and Wachock243 and above-
mentioned on Bierzwnik, Lekno and Sulejow244.

Thanks to research studies of J. Kloczowski, P.P. Gach and H. Gapski we have a complete,
synthetic outline of history of Carthusians in Poland (together with Pomerania, Silesia and
Spisz)245.

The history of Cameldolites, who settled in Poland in the Modern Ages, we know thanks to
synthesis, written in 19t century by Ludwik Zarewicz, including widely their daily life246. Of a
newer works we mention only the monograph of monastery in Wigry247 and historical outline their
best-known monastery in Bielany248.

Researches on canon regulars deal mainly with abbeys at Strzelno, Trzemeszno (with
archaeological and architectural works of J. Chudziakowa)249 and Krakow=2s°. The problem of
cultural level their environment in the 15t century was prepared by Jacek Wiesiolowski2st. The
history of Premonstratensians (in Poland called the Norbertans), who occur in large number in
Poland and in Czech and Moravia, seems to be on a privileged position; it is described among
others in older works of Czestaw Deptula252, and in newer by Jerzy Rajman, who presented the

He also took up a problem of daily life of Polish
Premonstratensians257.

Over a dozen volumes of Studia Claromontana year-book illustrate the fruits of research on the
Paulines258, as well as monographs of Kazimierz Szafraniec259, Andrzej J. Zakrzewski2to, Leszek
Wojciechowski2¢t and Wojciech Keder262. But in the sphere of monastic daily life they are very
inconspicuous263,

As far as hospital orders are concerned, the Order of the Holy Ghost de Saxia is elaborated in a
very detailed works by Klara Antosiewicz264. M. Starnawska presented researches on the Order of
the Holy Grave (called in Poland “Miechowici”)265 and M. Goliniski on the Templars26¢.

Last but not least we may quote the research of historians from the surroundings of J. Kloczowski
on different issues of the modern times, e.g. by H. Gapski about monastic recruitment2¢7, by Jerzy

Stasis Mieskauskas presented recently the history of Cameldolites in Pozajs$¢st.

Thanks to research works of Maria Pidlypczak-Majerowicz the best known issue in this region is
the history of Basilians; we may quote especially her recent monograph on Basilian education3:2.
Well-done bibliography on their history was composed by Mirostaw Szegda in the book
Dzialalnos¢ prawno-organizacyjna metropolity Jézefa IV Welamina Rutskiego (1613-1637)313.
Some of the best elaborated monasteries is this one in Suprasls:4,

There is a time for recapitulation.

Firstly, as can be seen, the fruits of our historiography are numerous, however their distribution is
uneven from geographical and chronological point of view. The influence of the years of
domination of ideology over science is evident.

Secondly, the enormous lack of research on spiritual life and liturgy greatly hinders and abridges
the research on internal life of monasteries.

Thirdly, the lack of permanent contact with the achievements of western science impoverishes the
research questionnaire used.

We can close our rudimentary summary only with the appeal to make and keep contact between
particular research workers and research groups, to achieve a broader look on the history of
monasticism, which was a universal phenomenon in the history of the world. To help one another,
share information and give advice. We hope that our Pracownia Badan nad Dziejami Zakonow i
Kongregacji Koscielnych (LARHCOR) opened this year will prove useful in that respect.

L’état des recherches sur la vie quotidienne des moines et chanoines réguliers en
Europe Centrale au Moyen Age et Temps modernes

Résumé

L’esquisse des recherches sur la vie monastique contient le territoire de la Pologne (avec la Silésie
et Poméranie), Lituanie, Biélorussie, Ukraine, Hongrie, Slovaquie Bohéme et Moravie. Apres la
seconde guerre mondiale les recherches dans notre domaine concernaient l’espace, la culture
matérielle et littéraire. En général, c’étaient les travaux des archéologues et des historiens d’art,
mais ils donnaient les résultats importants pour lhistoire de la quotidienneté des moines et
chanoines réguliers. Par contre, on peut constater un manque des études sur la spiritualité et
liturgie monastique.

Zusammenfassung

Der Forschungszustand iiber das Alltagsleben in den Klostern umfait ganz Polen samt Schlesien
und Pommern, Litauen, WeiBruBland, Ukraine, Ungarn, Slowakei, Tschechen und Mahren. Es a6t
sich feststellen, da die nach kriegszeitliche Forschungen iiber die auch mittelbar mit dem
Alltagsleben verbundenen Probleme betreffen hauptsachlich zwei Bereiche: den Raum und die
damit verbundene materielle Kultur und die geistige Kultur (jedoch ohne Geistigkeit). Die
Forschungsergebnisse lieferten sehr interessantes Quellenmateriell, auch fiir die weit iber
Archiologie, Kunstgeschichte oder materielle Kultur hinausreichenden Probleme. Unreichende
Forschungen {iiber Geistigkeit und Liturgie verarmen und erschweren die Erkennung des
Innerlebens in der Klostern.

Stan badan nad zyciem codziennym mnichéw i kanonikow regularnych w
sredniowiecznej i nowozytnej Europie Srodkowej

Streszczenie

Zarys stanu badan nad zyciem wewnetrznym w klasztorach obejmuje obszar Polski wraz ze
Slaskiem Pomorzem, Litwe, Bialoru$, Ukraine, Wegry, Slowacje, Czechy i Morawy. Generalnie
stwierdzi¢ mozna, iz na interesujacym nas terytorium badania powojenne skupily sie, w zakresie
tematyki zwigzanej cho¢by posrednio z zZyciem codziennym mnichéw i kanonikéw regularnych, na
dwobch szeroko rozumianych zagadnieniach: przestrzeni i powigzanej z nig kulturze materialnej
oraz kulturze pi$émiennej. Prace te, prowadzone glownie przez archeologéw i historykéw sztuki,
dostarczyly jednak interesujacego materialu takze do poznania zycia codziennego w klasztorach.
Jego wlasciwe poznanie utrudnia natomiast niedostatek badan nad duchowoscia i liturgia.
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
